Although different 

grades complete different assessments there is one common 

assessment across Kindergarten, Year 1 and Year 2 - a Running 

Record. This is a tool which assesses student reading. Our reading data 

is excellent. The data shows how our students in all infants grades 

have grown in their reading and many students are reading levels 

above what would be expected at this time of year.
